WORLD’S LARGEST BEER COMPETITION

San Diego, CA • July 11, 2011 — Randy Scorby, a resident of Baker City, OR and a member of the Good Libations club, recently claimed the Homebrewer of the Year Award for the Best of Show Beer in the 33rd annual American Homebrewers Association (AHA) National Homebrew Competition— the world’s largest beer competition.  This year’s competition had 6,996 total entries.  The competition award winners were announced on June 18th in San Diego at the awards banquet during the American Homebrewers Association’s National Homebrewers Conference.

Scorby’s Classic Rauchbier (a smoke-flavored beer) was declared the best-of-show beer by a panel of the top beer judges in the United States. 

To claim the Homebrewer of the Year Award in the National Homebrew Competition, contestants must first submit their entries to judging in one of ten regional competitions held earlier in the year (the First Round). After being judged by a panel of brewing experts, the winners are advanced to the Final Round judging conducted by a national panel of judges during the AHA National Homebrewers Conference. The gold medal winners in each of the 23 beer categories then compete for best-of-show. The best-of-show winner is then crowned Homebrewer of the Year. 

“This being the world’s largest and most prestigious homebrew competition, winning Homebrewer of the Year in the National Homebrew Competition is one of the greatest accomplishments to which a homebrewer can aspire,” states National Homebrew Competition Director Janis Gross. “Randy Scorby can boast that he brewed the best homebrew in the world.”

The Homebrewer of the Year award is sponsored by Muntons p.l.c.

The AHA National Homebrew Competition recognizes the most outstanding homemade beer, mead, and cider being produced by homebrewers worldwide.  Over its 33-year history the National Homebrew Competition has evaluated 87,496 brews.  The first competition, held in 1979 in Boulder, CO, judged 34 beers.

The American Homebrewers Association has worked on behalf of the homebrewing community since 1978 and celebrates a membership of more than 25,000 homebrewers. The American Homebrewers Association (AHA) organizes events including the National Homebrewers Conference and National Homebrew Competition. The AHA also publishes Zymurgy magazine. The AHA is part of the Brewers Association, whose Brewers Publications division is the largest publisher of contemporary and relevant brewing literature for today’s craft brewers and homebrewers.
