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Homebrewer Wins Medal at World’s Largest Beer Competition - American Homebrewers Association’s National Homebrew Competition

San Diego, CA • July 8, 2011 – <<Your Name>>, a resident of <<Your City, ST>>, claimed a <<your medal>> medal with a <<your beer style>> in the 33rd annual American Homebrewers Association (AHA) 2011 National Homebrew Competition June 18th at the AHA National Homebrewers Conference’s Grand Banquet and Awards Ceremony held at the Town & Country Resort in San Diego. 

The 2011 National Homebrew Competition is, by far, the world’s largest beer competition with 6,996 homemade brews from 1,650 homebrewers in 50 states, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, seven Canadian provinces, and Mexico in the First Round of the competition.  The First Round takes place at ten regional sites (nine in the United States and one in Canada).  The top three entries in each of the 28 categories advances to the Final Round of the competition held each year at the AHA National Homebrewers Conference.

In the Final Round of the AHA National Homebrew Competition, held June 18th during the AHA National Homebrewers Conference, the top beer judges in the country evaluated 790 brews. 

The AHA National Homebrew Competition is larger than the world’s largest competition for commercial brewers, the World Beer Cup®, which evaluated 3,330 beers in April 2010.
“For homebrewers, taking a medal in the AHA National Homebrew Competition is the ultimate achievement,” states National Homebrew Competition Director Janis Gross.  “With almost 7,000 entries, the National Homebrew Competition is by far the toughest and most prestigious homebrew competition—the medal winners can truly take pride in knowing that they brew the best beer in the world.”

The AHA National Homebrew Competition recognizes the most outstanding homemade beer, mead, and cider being produced by homebrewers worldwide.  Over its 33-year history the National Homebrew Competition has evaluated 87,496 brews.  The first competition, held in 1979 in Boulder, CO, judged 34 beers.

The American Homebrewers Association has worked on behalf of the homebrewing community since 1978 and celebrates a membership of more than 25,000 homebrewers. The American Homebrewers Association (AHA) organizes events including the National Homebrewers Conference and National Homebrew Competition. The AHA also publishes Zymurgy magazine. The AHA is part of the Brewers Association, whose Brewers Publications division is the largest publisher of contemporary and relevant brewing literature for today’s craft brewers and homebrewers.
